Outside designated hours and for sports without tuition, children under 8 years (12 years for water sports) must be accompanied
by an adult for these activities, and minimum age levels for the activity in question must be adhered to. Participation in water
sports is subject to a swimming test.

In Club Med Resorts without children’s facilities, children over the age of 12 years (16 years for Club Med fitness®, access to
the weight training room and muscle training gyms) can participate in adult lessons. For sports without tuition, children under 8
years (12 years for water sports) must be accompanied by an adult for these activities, and minimum age levels for the activity
in question must be adhered to.

Even so, we request that you remain vigilant as to the whereabouts of your children when not
participating in a supervised activity, and this especially in proximity to the pool, even when lifeguards
are present, or the beach.

Juniors’ Club Med® and Club Med Passworld® are open during the school holidays only.

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CHILDREN SOME PRACTICAL INFORMATION

In order for you to enjoy your holiday to the full, here are some essential pointers when preparing your
children’s holiday.

Confidence and peace of mind

Club Med® has always proposed for complete peace of mind holidays. Your children are learning to
be independent and you can enjoy time free of everyday concerns, your mind totally at ease. On a
daily basis, these unique Club Med® values mean the G.Os® are constantly at your service. They
know how to establish a friendly and trustful rapport with their young G.Ms®. At the same time, all
children remain close to their parents and are free to see them at any time during the day.

Facilities and equipment

The G.Os® accompanying children at Baby Club Med®*, Petit Club Med®* and Mini Club Med® are
all qualified (BAFA [children’s group leader certificate] or qualification for working with young children,
depending on the age of the children they are working with, in France; equivalent local qualification in
other countries).

Quality standards apply when supervising children under the age of 6: in particular, with respect to
ratios of number of children per G.O®. Under no circumstances will this quota be exceeded. To
ensure the highest level of security for your children, a G.O® is never alone and is assisted by other
G.Os® if necessary.

Standards and strict working rules ensure an optimum level of security:

- a contact diary is used to keep parents informed (report on day’s activities, child’s arrival and
departureétime);

- a wrist band is worn to identify children under G.O® supervision;

- French and American safety standards apply for equipment in children’s holiday centres (e.g. use of
safety glass...);

- anurse is on site in Mini Club Med®, Resorts and a pediatrician in Baby Club Med® Resorts.

Registering your children

On arrival at the Resort, parents or guardian must see the G.O® team at Baby Club Med®*, Petit Club
Med®* or Mini Club Med® to register their children on the appropriate site list. It is important to inform
the G.O®s at this point of any allergies or habits the child may have. It is particularly important that
children should maintain their usual eating habits (i.e. quality and quantity) nutritional and sleeping
patterns, and have appropriate clothing for the weather conditions.

Having to adapt to a new environment and rhythm can be unsettling for young children. Being
separated from their parents and mixing with other children can upset children and is often
unavoidable. Problems may include behavioural difficulties (crying, irritability), disrupted eating or
sleeping patterns. Because their immune systems are immature, small children in a group
environment are vulnerable to easily spread ENT infections such as colds, ear infections or bronchitis,
or tummy upsets.

The contact diary

G.Os® are responsible for children during the opening hours of Baby Club Med™*, Petit Club Med™*
or Mini Club Med, on condition that their parent or guardian has correctly filled in the attendance
register provided, in particular stating (next to their signature) the time at which the child has been left
and will be collected, and where the parent or guardian can be contacted.

For Baby Club Med®* and Petit Club Med®*

This register also functions as the contact diary. Parents or guardians can refer to the register for
information about their child’s meals, nappy changes, naps and so on... If necessary they can note
their comments or recommendations in the diary.

For Mini Club Med®*

When the register is signed on arrival, the G.O® gives each child aged 4 to 7 years a wrist band which
indicates clearly that they are enrolled in Mini Club Med®.
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Children’s health formalities

In accordance with current legislation, access for children under the age of 6 years to Mini Club Med®,
Petit Club Med®* or Baby Club Med®* at Chamonix, Serre-Chevalier, La Pointe aux Canonniers, Opio
en Provence and Vittel le Parc, to Petit Club Med®* at Bali, Cherating Beach, Phuket and Ria Bintan,
to Mini Club Med® at La Palmyre Atlantique and to Petit Club Med® and Mini Club Med® at
Pompadour is subject to the presentation of a medical certificate stating that the child is in a fit state of
health for participation in children’s group activities. This certificate should be issued by your GP (it
may be subject to a charge) prior to departure, no more than 48 hours before your arrival at the
Resort.

The guardian must also show proof for access to all Baby Club Med®* and Petit Club Med®* Resorts
that vaccinations are up to date (medical certificate or health record), which, for the Baby Club Med®*,
includes at least the first vaccination against diphtheria, tetanus and polio.

A health certificate must be filled out prior to admission of children aged 6 to 11 years to Mini Club
Med® at La Palmyre Atlantique.

You should also ensure that there is no medical reason why your child should not take part in the
sports activities offered in the Club Med Resort.

Access to the accompanied facilities is restricted to children deemed able to cope with life in a group
environment, free of infectious or contagious illnesses or fever, and this restriction continues to apply
until all visible signs of rashes or similar symptoms disappear. If there are signs of infectious illness,
Club Med® reserves the right to require that the child should be sent home, or at least be kept in strict
isolation away from contact with other children (all common areas) until all clinical signs of eruptive
illnesses have resolved. This precaution also applies to chickenpox (varicella), at all stages of the
disease.

A doctor is present in certain Baby Club Med®* Resorts. The doctor’s role is limited to detecting,
advising, recommending a course of action, giving therapeutic or first aid treatment. However, for
ethical reasons, under no circumstances can he/she replace a local general practitioner who is the
only person authorised to issue prescriptions.

Our facilities are not equipped to take charge of children in need of special medical supervision
(especially monitoring), or one to one supervision or the exclusive presence of a third party. These
children will remain under the sole responsibility of their parents or guardian. Meals for children
suffering from food allergies are to be given only by parents or guardian.

Any consultations or visits to/from a local general practitioner will be charged to the parents or the
accompanying adult. If a child is under medication, only the parents or guardian are allowed to
administer this. Under no circumstances are the children’s clubs G.Os authorised to replace parents in
this instance. This might preclude your child form attending the children’s clubs (e.g. children carrying
Epipens). Please make sure that you advise us of your child’s condition every time you book.

Some essentials to pack

You are setting off for Club Med® with your children. Here is a valuable little list of things to check
before you fasten up your luggage.

- your child’s own bottle of high-protection sun cream and after-sun cream;

- lotion or spray against insect bites (especially mosquitoes)

- equipment: a small bag containing: cap, sunhat, sun glasses, beach sandals, sports shoes and
socks (important for sports activities) and swimsuits. Ensure that your child’s belongings are clearly
marked, or bring a marker pen with you,

- for babies: bottles, baby wipes, nappies, baby milk, favourite blanket or toys and health records.

Essentials for the journey

For the journey, bring along a few toys and small books to keep the children occupied, as well as
water and a few treats and things to nibble. On the plane, don't forget sweets or a bottle, depending
on the age of the child, to prevent ear pain.

Physical conditions, precautions and facilities

The prices for different services and additional items such as sports tuition, shown in the Summer
2008 Brochure are valid until 31st October 2008. From 1st November 2008 onwards, it is advisable to
refer to the prices indicated in the Winter Ski and Sun 2008/2009 Brochure. Club Med® policy on
sports activities is based on expert training of all G.Os®, on regular information from heads of
department and teams. This strategy is the fruit of many years of experience at your service in the
world of sports. You are strongly advised to follow the safety rules and instructions given by the
G.0.s® and those posted on billboards around the Resorts, close to the facility access points. You
should only engage in sports which are in line with your physical capabilities, and you should not
overestimate these, especially in terms of muscular and cardiac condition. You should warm up before
exercise and take regular breaks during. Drink before the first signs of thirst appear and it is advisable
to eat slow-metabolising sugars (bread, pasta, rice, cereals) before exercising. If physical effort
causes discomfort or pain, in either adults or children, this constitutes a warning signal. You should
slow down, change or stop the painful movement as soon as you feel it. Any sports activity
presupposes that you are in good physical shape. Taking part in any sport implies that you accept the
risks involved with that particular sport.
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Diving in complete safety

Do not dive if you suffer from any health problem that may be made worse by participating in this
sport.
Documentation which must be presented
In accordance with PADI procedures (adults and children) adopted by Club Med®, you must fill out a
guestionnaire which is a self-evaluation of your medical condition, before you dive. This questionnaire
may be consulted and downloaded on the Club Med® website (www.clubmed.fr).
We recommend you show this form to your doctor who will help you fill it out. A positive answer to any
question on the form, which will be handed out at the diving centre, may challenge your aptitude to
dive. In this case, you will need to see a doctor on location, who will have the final say as to your
ability to dive. In addition, a medical certificate demonstrating an absence of counter indications to
scuba diving, dated within the previous 12 months, by a doctor with a competence area in underwater
medicine (sports doctor, hyperbaric doctor or certified by a scuba diving federation) will be required if
you wish to take the higher CMAS diploma (1 star or equivalent). At Bora Bora a medical certificate
demonstrating an absence of counter indications to scuba diving, dated within the previous 2 months,
will be required to take the CMAS diploma. The documentation required and the conditions mentioned
above are also compulsory for so called non Club Med® diving, i.e. run by outside service providers.
Costs of medical consultations are not covered by us. Don't forget your diplomas and your diving log.
Children
For minors, written permission from parents is required. A medical certificate, drawn up in advance by
a doctor certifying to an absence of counter indications (in particular ENT) to children’s diving is
required to take the PADI Discover Scuba Diving. This certificate cannot be obtained from the Resort.
Equipment
Apart from accompanied or monitored dives (snorkelling and scuba diving), masks, flippers and
snorkels cannot be lent or hired. The hire of isothermal wetsuits* and diving computers* is possible in
all diving centres. Tanks and stab jackets (inflatable safety system), flippers, masks, regulators and
lead belts are included in the package. Club Med® safety standards for scuba diving stipulate that all
diving activity should cease 12 hours before the return flight in PADI certified schools.

Activities known as Non Club Med®*

Club Med® can offer you Non Club Med®* activities in some Resorts. These activities are delivered by
external service providers, and are subject to an additional charge, i.e. are not included in the package
price. Although some of these activities can also be booked at the same time as your package and/or
on location in the Club Med Resort (especially in the Discovery Space in these Resorts), the
availability and conditions of sale (in particular the prices and cancellation terms for these activities)
are those applied by the relevant external service providers.

Transfers to and from these so-called Non Club Med®* activities are delivered by the external service
providers.

How best to organise your Spa holiday

The Spa* is open 6 days a week from 8.45 am to 1.15 pm and from 3.15 pm to 8.15 pm.
Treatments* are available from 9 am to 1 pm and from 3.30 pm to 8 pm. Our Spa hostesses are at
your service and are always pleased to inform you about the treatments available.

It is recommended to book your Club Med Spa packages* when booking your holiday to enable you
to choose your treatments in advance, either for the morning (timings of your sessions will be set by
the Spa staff between 9 am and 1 pm), or for the afternoon (timings of your sessions will be set by the
Spa staff between 3.30 pm and 8 pm). This choice will be identical for all the days of your package.
Purchasing your Club Med Spa* package at the time of booking your holiday guarantees the
treatments but not their appointment times. It is however necessary to present yourself and your Club
Med Pass® at the Spa* reception desk on your arrival in the Resort to confirm your schedule.

For packages* lasting from 1 to 6 days, rituals* and a la carte treatments*: bookings may be made
on arrival, subject to availability.

The packages, treatments, Turkish bath, Jacuzzi, water-based workout and sauna (depending on
facilities provided in each Resort) are only available to G.Ms® from 18 years (except for Teen-Spa
beauty treatments in Punta Cana which are available from 12 years).

The treatments proposed in the packages may not be altered or substituted by the client.

The purchase of a package is personal and non-transferable.

There is only one method of payment: through your Club Med Pass®.

Treatments should be paid for at the time of the appointment. If treatments (a la carte or within a
package) are cancelled by you during the stay, without medical grounds, or if the time of treatment is
changed less than 24 hours in advance, no substitution or refund of the treatment initially booked will
be available.

G.Ms® staying at Marrakech la Medina will have the Spa de La Medina as first choice destination for
their treatments; although when busy, appointments may be transferred to the Spa de La Palmeraie
(complimentary shuttle service). « G.Ms® staying at Marrakech la Palmeraie will have the Spa de La
Palmeraie as first choice destination for their treatments; although when busy, appointments may be
transferred to the Spa de Medina (complimentary shuttle service).
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At Marrakech and Vittel Ermitage the Turkish baths and/or sauna are located inside the Spa area.
Although access to these facilities is open to all, a reservation must be made; a booking includes the
use of towels and bathrobes but does not include access to the tisanerie (tearoom) or the relaxation
room, these facilities being reserved to Spa clients.

In some Club Med Resorts, the Club Med Pass® card can also be used for paying for other services
to which a charge applies (e.g. at Club Med Spa*). A deposit will be requested in the Club Med Resort,
payable before the Club Med Pass® is issued and used, to guarantee that your expenditure on this
card during your holiday is fully covered.

More details about the conditions for using the Club Med Pass® card may be communicated to you on
location at the Reception desk in our Resorts.
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Paying your Resort expenses

Before leaving the Club Med Resort, G.Ms must settle their account and pay for the purchases they
made in the Resort which were charged to their Club Med Pass. The amount due can be paid either in
local currency or by credit/debit card, but not by cheque. In some Resorts, an “Express Departure”
service is offered, which helps G.Ms save time on departure. To benefit from this service, G.Ms merely
have to fill in a form with their credit/debit card details, and then put this form, their deposit cards and
their room keys into an envelope to be dropped off at reception. Club Med guarantees that all
adequate security and confidentiality measures are respected in each Resort offering this service. In
this way, G.Ms using this service have no need to go to reception to settle their account. An account
statement, the card transaction receipt and the corresponding bill will be sent to G.Ms by post, to the
address indicated on the form.

Please note: In Club Med tipping simply does not exist.

The weather

Club Med® endeavours to provide G.Ms® with as much useful information as possible about the
weather in each Resort. This information relates in particular to monthly statistics on the minimum and
maximum temperatures recorded for each Club Med Resort. This data is produced by Météo France
[the French weather service] in accordance with technical recommendations issued by the World
Meteorological Organization (WMO). Despite careful verification checks, this information cannot be
guaranteed to be accurate or complete. Since some Club Med® Resorts are located in tropical
regions, we draw your attention to the fact that tropical downpours can occur fairly frequently,
depending on the season, and may in some cases be extremely severe. To obtain more in-depth
information, we advise you to consult the weather websites on the Internet before your departure
(e.g.www.weather.co.uk).

Low Key entertainment

Some Club Med Resorts offer you a low-key entertainment programme.
An entertainment programme throughout the day and evening (more reduced and with a more discreet
team of G.Os®) will enable you to make the most of every moment to relax.

Smoking

In Club Med Resorts located in France and lItaly, all public interior areas are designated non-smoking
areas in accordance with current legislation.

We would strongly advise you, for safety reasons, never to smoke in the rooms. In Lindeman on the
Great Barrier Reef, in accordance with prevailing local legislation, the entire Club Med Resort is a non-
smoking area (inside and outside areas).

Valuables

In addition to your credit card (Visa, Mastercard or American Express) bring some cash (there is a
foreign exchange office at the Resort that will only exchange cash for local currency. There are
generally no ‘cash points’ within the Resorts). Do not travel with valuables or jewellery. During your
holiday, never leave valuables, ID documents or jewellery unsupervised in your room. We cannot be
held responsible for any theft or valuables or jewellery unless deposited in the lock-up safe in your
room or in the main safe in the Resort, and our insurance company will not reimburse you, unless
negligence on the part of Club Med® can be proven. Only bring personal effects and the clothing
necessary and appropriate for the purpose and specific conditions of your trip.

Pets

Club Med® regrets that it is not in a position to welcome pets belonging to G.Ms® to its Resorts,
irrespective of your travel package.

Guide dogs for the blind can be admitted provided that they are accepted by the airline companies for
travel purposes and that no quarantine period is required by the host country.

Minors

Children under the age of 18 years must be accompanied by a responsible adult for the whole
duration of their Club Med Holiday. We will not book a holiday for minors travelling by themselves.
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Children travelling with an adult other than their parents/legal guardian will need to provide written
authority from either parents/or legal guardian, plus a written acceptance of responsibility from the
accompanying adult is required within 14 days of the booking being made. This authorisation should
be signed on a ‘Parental Authorisation Form’, available upon request.

Excursions

The cost of excursions must be paid by the G.M on site at the Club Med Resort in local currency or on
your own account. The conditions of organisation, registration, cancellation and modification will be
communicated to the G.Ms at the Resort.

The excursions outside of Club Med organised by an outside provider will remain under the sole
responsibility of this provider. Excursions are subject to local requirements and to a minimum number
of participants. Children’s acceptance is subject to a minimum age and they remain under the full
responsibility of their parents or accompanying adult.

Children’s prices

Children’s prices for accommodation in our Resorts and/or on flights apply to children under 12 years.
Over 12 years, adult prices apply.

All children’s ages in the price panels are inclusive (i.e. child 2 years to 3 years refers to a child within
his/fher 2nd and 4th birthday, child 4 years to 11 years refers to child within his/her 4th and 12th
birthday). Infant and child prices/age limits apply to the child age on the date of return travel.

Holiday in an international environment

Club Med, whilst a French company, is today a global organisation with guests coming from all over
the world. Club Med’s Resorts are staffed with multi-lingual G.O teams who speak a variety of
languages. Having said this, you will find that in some Resorts the predominant language is French.
Please ask our reservations team for details of our Resorts which are highly recommended by UK
customers as they generally have a higher ration of English speaking staff than the other Resorts.

THE RESORTS FOR EVERYONE

The Club Med Resorts for all welcome children of all ages (or from the age of 4 months in certain
Resorts) but do not provide childcare facilities (there is no G.O® specifically assigned to take care of
children). Parents or legal guardians are entirely and solely responsible for their children. Children
under the age of 18 must be accompanied by a responsible adult who will assure their proper
supervision throughout their holiday with Club Med®. Baby beds, high chairs and/or raised seats in the
restaurant are available for the parents to use for their children. Children can take part in lessons with
adults from the age of 12, or from age 16 in the case of Club Med Fitness® for access to weight-
training room). For sports without tuition, children under 8 (12 for water sports) must be accompanied
by an adult for these activities, and minimum age levels for the activity in question must be adhered to.
The age/price limits for children are applied on the basis of the age each child has reached by their
return date from holiday.

ADULTS-ONLY RESORTS, FROM 18 YEARS AND ABOVE

Some Club Med Resorts do not permit access to anyone below the age of 18, even if accompanied.
These are our Adults-only Resorts.
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HOW TO GET THERE

YOUR CHOICE OF TRANSPORT (SUBJECT TO AVAILABILITY)

You can travel to our Resorts in the following ways depending on the Resort:

Flight from London or Manchester

Independent travel arrangements

Please note: on selected dates we are only able to offer packages with transport included.

APPLICABILITY OF PRICES QUOTED

Package prices are based on day of departure, accommodation only/extra night prices are based on
day of consumption.

The flight-inclusive prices shown in this brochure are for flights pre-booked by Club Med.

All pre-paid taxes including APD (Air Passenger Duty) are included in the prices quoted in this
brochure. If our flight allocation for a particular destination is full when you book, we will, at your
request, do our best to find an appropriate flight for you. This may be subject to payment by you of the
additional cost of such flights. Please note: Children under 2 years are NOT allocated seats and are
expected to travel on a parent’s lap. Should the child turn 2 years during the holiday they are required
to pay a 2 year old price and have a seat.

TRAVEL FROM THE UK

We endeavour to offer the best possible flights, depending on your choice of Resort to arrive during
daytime and to leave in the afternoon or evening. Some schedules are previewed to depart the UK
early in the morning from 5.30 am and these, whilst being early, do maximise your stay in resort. Until
the season starts final timings are not known. This information will be included in your final travel
documents, sent to you approximately 4 weeks before departure. Should you have a late arrival/early
departure because of your flight timings communicated to you before departure, Club Med will offer no
compensation to you as long as the number of nights spent in the Resort corresponds to your booking.
In the event of any change prior to departure, we reserve the right to substitute alternative carriers
and/or aircraft and/or airport as necessary. Some flights entail a stop en route: these factors may be
unknown and cannot always be made known to you in advance.

E-TICKETS

Many scheduled carriers have introduced electronic ticketing (e-tickets). Should you have booked an
e-ticket route, we will arrange and send you an itinerary detailing the flight timings. The advantage of
e-tickets are:

There is no wait for post.

No chance of losing the ticket.

Check-in with passport only and boarding card is issued directly, there is no need for other
documents.

TAILOR-MADE HOLIDAYS

We would be happy to arrange your own tailor-made duration/itinerary with flights. Similarly, if you
wish to be upgraded to Club or First Class we will do our best to find appropriate flights subject to
payment by you of the additional cost of such upgrades.

SPECIAL REQUESTS

Please notify us as early as possible, a minimum of 4 working days before departure, of any specific
request you may have (i.e. special meals, seats, a baby cot, wheelchair assistance etc.) and we will
advise the appropriate parties of your request. We cannot, however, guarantee that the facility will be
available, and we therefore are not in a position to confirm any request prior to departure.

PREGNANT WOMEN

Women who are 8 months pregnant are advised NOT to go on a Club Med holiday especially if this
requires taking a flight. We strongly advise you to obtain a medical certificate. The Airline Company is,
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in any event, within its rights to ask for a medical certificate, prior to departure, citing how many
months pregnant the passenger is and the aptitude of the passenger to travel.

PLANE JOURNEY

To limit the occurrence of deep vein thrombosis (DVT), for flights longer than 6 hours, we do advise
you to take the following points into consideration:

Drink adequate fluids

- Avoid smoking

Avoid beverages which contain alcohol and/or caffeine both before and during the flight

Avoid crossing your legs when seated

Walk around the cabin whenever you can

Stand up in your seat area and stretch your arms and legs

Wear loose-fitting comfortable clothing when travelling.

INJURED PASSENGERS

Any passenger travelling with an injury must have both a “Fit to Fly” certificate from the doctor who
treated them together with confirmation/clearance from their insurance company that they are fit to fly.

LUGGAGE ALLOWANCE

Generally 20kg per passenger, this includes ski boots depending on the airline. Only one small piece
of hand luggage may be taken on the aircraft. Excess luggage will be charged at the airline’s
discretion. No luggage allowance for infants. Please ensure you do not carry any sharp, dangerous
objects in your hand luggage.

TRANSFERS

Groups transfers to and from your Club Med Resort are included with all our flight and train packages,
unless advised to the contrary at the time of booking. For details of transfer times, please see relevant
travel table on below. Transfer times shown are approximate. Some journey times can vary due to a
number of reasons, e.g. weather, road works, traffic etc.

TRAVEL DOCUMENTS

On receipt of your completed and signed booking form, travel documents, full itinerary and, if you take
our flight, airline tickets and luggage tags will be issued by us and sent to you or your Travel Agent
approximately 4 weeks before departure by first class post, or Express post in the case of late
bookings or unexpected delays. For some departures we can also arrange a ticket on departure.
Please check the timings on your flight or train tickets before departure as they may be subject to
change.

Important: please call our Travel Department if your flight tickets are not received within 7 days of
departure. Telephone: 08453 67 67 67, (option 5 then 4).

CHECK-IN

Check-in is always a minimum of 2 hrs before your departure time, or earlier. Ensure you have a
correct, valid passport, and any necessary Visas or Tourist Cards. In some cases it may not be
possible to fly directly from London, or may be quicker to fly via Paris.

Security Measures on Hand Luggage

Each passenger is restricted to carrying only one item of cabin baggage through the airport search
point with a maximum size of 56cm x 45cm x 25cm. Other bags, such as handbags, may be carried
within the single item of cabin baggage.

Where possible, put all liquid items in your hold baggage. This includes water and other drinks,
creams, sprays, pastes and gels.

Liquids, gels and aerosols are only allowed in individual containers of 100ml. All containers must fit
comfortably in one, transparent, re-sealable bag no larger than 20cm x 20cm (eg a freezer bag).

All passengers are strongly advised to check with their departure airport or visit the Department of
Transport website on www.dft.gov.uk for a full guide to the security requirements when departing from
UK airports.
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INDEPENDENT CONNECTIONS FOR FLIGHTS DEPARTING WITH Club
Med

Passengers arranging their own connecting flights should allow plenty of time in the event of
unforeseen delays or change of flight timings (or airports) up to the date of departure. We strongly
recommend that tickets for onward connections are booked on a fully flexible basis. Please note: that
Club Med cannot accept any responsibility for delays experienced during interconnecting flights not
booked through Club Med or for the consequences of these delays.

INDEPENDENT TRAVEL ARRANGEMENTS

G.Ms who have not booked Club Med travel arrangements or are travelling on a self-drive option are
requested to arrive at the Resort around 3pm. Check-in time is 3.20 pm if you arrive on the main day
of arrival, or 5.20pm if you arrive on any other day of the week. In addition, if you are taking a short
stay/weekend, the arrival time in the Resort is 5.20pm. Check-out time is 10am regardless of your
departure time so you will be asked to vacate your room. Day rooms will be on offer but are subject to
availability/cost and should be arranged locally with the reception. If you check-in immediately after a
night flight this would normally count as one night's accommodation. If G.Ms arrive before 3pm and
wish to have a meal, breakfast and/or lunch will be charged at a supplement to your holiday package
price at the Resort. Departure from the Resort is by 5pm on the last day, unless advised to the
contrary. Please make sure that you check the nearest airport/train station before arranging
independent travel. Please note that prices and conditions will vary on Club Med flexible stay
durations and will be confirmed at the time of booking. Flexible durations are offered subject to
availability. You are responsible for your itinerary and no transfers to the Resort are included. You
must ensure you have flexible tickets as changes may occur up to 8 weeks before departure.

TRANSPORT DELAYS

There are occasions when a flight is delayed for reasons completely beyond our control. In the event
of a flight being delayed, we will always do our best to provide meals at meal times and
accommodation on overnight delays. Where flight delays result in unused accommodation or in lost
holiday time, no refund will be given as rooms are held, not re-let. Airlines do not offer compensation
for flight delays. Hence, delays of more than 12hrs are covered by the travel insurance included in the
price of your holiday (see relevant section). Please note: that no further compensation will be offered
for transport delays experienced for reasons completely beyond our control.

Flights from Paris

Flights from Paris, if required, are available to most Club Med destinations. Flight timings will be given
to you within four weeks prior to departure. Connections to Paris can be arranged, subject to
availability once timings from Paris are known. Should this involve transfers between airports and/or
overnight in Paris this will have to be arranged, and paid for by you. Flight tickets from Paris to your
destination will be handed to you on checking in at the Club Med desk at the Paris airport of departure.

REGIONAL AIRPORT CONNECTIONS

Connections from several airports can be arranged via London or Paris and are available at
favourable rates for many of our long haul destinations (please enquire). Please note that transfers
between airports connecting within a city are not included.

NOTES

Club Med reserves the right to change or alter flights, flights timings routes up to the date of departure
or to book passengers on a carrier other than the one stipulated. No refund can be made for a late
night arrival and/or early morning departure due to climatic conditions, delays or any other cause
beyond the control of Club Med. The air holidays and flights in this brochure are ATOL-protected by
the Civil Aviation Authority. Our ATOL number is ATOL 1020. Please note: All information concerning
flights, trains and transfers is correct at the time of going to press and may be subject to change. If you
require any further information on your reservation call: 08453 67 67 67.
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HEALTH

Club Med® has implemented a very strict health policy in each of its Resorts. However, we advise that
you take a few precautions before you depart and for the duration of your stay in order to further
complement the reassuring measures already in place.

A well-managed policy, recommendation and advice

Recommendations, prevention and control characterise the ambitions of Club Med® in terms of health
and hygiene... all without any concessions.

Club Med® has for many years prioritised hygiene, health and safety in its standards of quality, in
order to ensure better protection of the individual and the community under its responsibility. Club
Med®’s policy to this effect is based first on the information it provides, through this document for
example, and then on preventive measures which include regular and rigorous health and hygiene
checks, conducted in all Resorts. These checks focus on food hygiene, general hygiene and
environmental control (control of the water system air-conditioning, drinking and swimming pool
water), safety and medical assistance. This strategy is the fruit of many years of experience at your
service in the world of sports. For your holiday to be a success, i.e. for it to be unmarred by poor
health, it is advisable for you and your children to carefully adopt some simple health precautions both
before and during your stay. It is important not to overlook these precautions or take them too
seriously, but to be aware of them in order to deal with health-related issues in the best possible way.
All of the following information is for general guidance only and is subject to change according to the
international health conditions and regulations. Detailed advice may be obtained from your G.P., the
Department of health or the medical centre detailed below.

Before your departure:

Your state of health and that of your children

We strongly advise that you consult your doctor and tell him/her where exactly you intend to travel to.
Your doctor will be able to tell you whether your planned holiday or travel arrangements are advisable
given your current state of health, especially if you are undergoing medical treatment, if you suffer
from a chronic illness, if you are pregnant, if you have a very young baby or if you show signs of an
allergic reaction to foodstuffs, insects or insecticides (the latter are regularly sprayed in some of our
Resorts, within authorised levels). Also discuss with your doctor how effective your vaccinations or
those of your children are. Club Med® will not reimburse the cost of any holiday or any other extra
expense incurred (cancellation, travel costs home, hotels, taxis, etc.) if you are not in possession of or
can show your vaccination certificates.

Once your doctor has authorised your decision to travel, do not forget to take with you sufficient
guantities of any medication that you might be taking, and, if necessary, medication to prevent
malaria, or any other necessary prescriptions. Moreover, if you are planning to practise a sport
intensively, which you do not normally do, ensure that you prepare yourself physically beforehand and
do not assume that you have the necessary level of physical fitness required.

Pregnant women

Club Med does not advise women at a late stage of their pregnancy (from 8 months pregnant) or in
the case of a ‘risk preghancy’ to go on a Club Med holiday, especially if the transport to that
destination is by plane. At any stage of the pregnancy, the airline may request a medical certificate
before departure, which states the stage of the pregnancy and the passenger’s ability to travel.

During your holiday:

Some rules of basic hygiene

Club Med® is very careful to ensure that all of its personnel at the Resorts implement strict rules of
basic hygiene and we ask you to do the same. Adhering to a regime of physical hygiene is a basic
way to prevent a significant number of illnesses and avoids their spread. Regularly washing your
hands, especially before handling food and after going to the toilet, significantly reduces the risk of
intestinal infections. Sexually transmitted diseases do not recognise borders and the complications
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caused by them can be serious. The use of condoms, on sale at the Boutique Club Med®, is strongly
recommended if involved in practices deemed to be high-risk.

Food safety precautions

Club Med® ensures high levels of food safety standards by monitoring and carrying out health checks
on food preparation in its Resorts. However, any change in eating habits can cause incidents of
discomfort and illness - you need to let your system adapt slowly to the local food. Furthermore, it is
advisable to only eat meat and eggs that have been properly cooked. It is also advisable to drink lots
of water, but not water that is too chilled. When outside of Club Med® Resorts and in countries with
poor hygiene standards in particular, be careful when drinking the local water and eating the local
food. Anyone who has a particular food allergy should consult the head chef.

The climate

Any sudden change in climate and environment can often lead to symptoms due to the need to adjust
which can last for several days. During this period of adjustment, do not over exert yourself, ensure
that you take plenty of rest and try to get a good night’s sleep. It is imperative that you take adequate
protection against the sun and avoid over exposure. Ensure that both you and your children wear
sunglasses, a hat, use sun filters or screens with a high protection factor throughout the duration of
your holiday. Moreover, also ensure that you keep your skin and yourself well hydrated (use after-sun
moisturising lotion and drink lots of water) as this will reduce the risk of sunburn, sunstroke and
dehydration. Be careful when sunbathing if you are taking medication which can have photosensitive
reactions. Lastly, you should ensure that you dress appropriately in the evenings when the
temperature falls and when indoors because of air conditioning.

The environment, its flora and fauna

Experienced G.Os® will always be on hand to answer all your questions and will provide all the
necessary information required, especially before taking off on an excursion, regarding any
precautions to be taken as far as the local environment, its flora and fauna are concerned. However,
we recommend that you do not make any direct contact with the animals. In intertropical regions,
some parasitic or viral diseases (dengue fever, malaria) are carried by mosquitoes. The use of insect
repellent products, suitable for tropical regions, on exposed skin and on your clothes is recommended
at certain periods during the year and during the day. In tropical regions, it is not advisable to walk
barefoot in wet terrain or to go swimming in stretches of fresh water. In shallow coral reefs, it is not
advisable to wade barefoot (use plastic sandals...). Ensure that you pay special heed to and always
abide by any advice and information given by the G.Os®. It should also be noted that certain illnesses
are not specific to holidays abroad but can be contracted anywhere. This is true of seasonal viral
infections such as influenza and intestinal infections. Others are peculiar to the host country and to its
particular climate conditions and to the microbiological environment. Club Med® does all that it can to
reduce the impact of these but cannot guarantee protection against all viruses. Please note that Club
Med® is taking all precautionary measures required against Avian Influenza (Bird Flu) in the
concerned Resorts.

Prevention of malaria

Malaria is a disease which, if left untreated or ignored, can have extremely serious consequences. It is
caused by a parasite which is inoculated into human blood through the bite of a particular mosquito
(between sunset and dawn). The most serious form of malaria (P. falciparum) is exclusive to certain
countries in the intertropical region and sometimes only affects certain areas of these same countries.
Prevention can either involve tackling the mosquito problem itself head on by using authorised
insecticides applied by our trained technical teams based at the Resorts concerned, or by taking
individual action (insect repellent products suitable for tropical countries and which can be applied to
exposed skin and clothes. Appropriate and effective medical treatment is also key in fighting the
spread of the disease (chemoprophylaxy). Effective treatment requires good medical advice and
prescribed medication from the doctor treating the condition, as the best course of treatment depends
very much on your particular case, the location and conditions of your holiday. Any preventative
treatment which starts on the day of your departure or one week beforehand (depending on the type of
medication) must be continued throughout the duration of the holiday and for up to 1 to 4 weeks after
your return home depending on the medication which has been prescribed to you. If you need to
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consult your doctor within 30 days of your return home, you must inform him/her about the holiday you
have just had.

Intestinal infections

Diarrhoea (gastro-enteritis) is the most common health problem suffered by travellers depending on
their destination and their ability to adapt to a change in climate, environment and diet (almost 50% of
cases occur in countries with poor levels of hygiene). Club Med®'s preventative health policy can help
to reduce considerably the incidence of these infections but cannot guarantee that you will not be
exposed to them. These infections are for the most part not very serious and are cleared up after a
few days by simply treating the symptoms (plenty of water should be consumed to maintain hydration
levels and if slow intestinal transit needs to be accelerated). Antibiotics can also be prescribed if the
infection is accompanied by a high temperature. Your treating doctor will advise you as to the most
effective treatment, either preventative or curative.

Ethical code

Club Med® from its very beginnings has always believed strongly in defending and respecting the
human rights of the local populations in the countries where its sites are based. To this effect, Club
Med® strongly condemns sexual tourism which it sees as a grave infringement of human dignity and
is a criminal offence. We subscribe to the charter for ethical tourism. This charter makes reference to
the world Code of tourist ethics which was adopted by the World Tourism Organisation in October
1999.

THE HEALTH BENEFITS

Haemodialysis centres
Centres for kidney dialysis are located close to a number of our Resorts. Please contact us for details
of their locations.

Medical assistance
Depending on the Resort location and structure (Resort with Baby Club Med®* facilities) and their
medical environment, you will find a nurse and/or a doctor whose role is to provide you with any
medical assistance and care [in first aid cases] you may require, but who cannot substitute for a local
doctor who is, alone, legally authorised to fully administer medicine and/or treatment. Depending on
your state of health, Club Med® can call upon EUROP ASSISTANCE for medical assistance, and final
decision making in case of repatriation, should this prove necessary. In case of infectious diseases
and for your own protection and the protection of the community, Club Med® reserves the right, upon
the doctor’s advice, either to repatriate, hospitalise or isolate a patient.

People with reduced mobility
We recommend certain Resorts such as La Plantation d’Albion Club Med, Da Balaia (with limited
access to the Wellness Centre and beach), Ixtapa Pacific, La Caravelle, La Palmyre Atlantique, Les
Boucaniers, Opio en Provence, Palmiye, Punta Cana, Phuket (with limited access to the beach),
Turquoise, Sandpiper and Serre-Chevalier for people with reduced mobility travelling in wheelchairs.
We do however draw your attention to the fact that we will not be able to guarantee you self-propelled
access to the entire range of activities and infrastructural facilities in the Resort. Those travelling by air
should advise us in writing of the need and level of any particular assistance, as early as possible, a
minimum of 4 working days prior to departure, so that relevant action can be taken. Please contact
reservations for further information. It is necessary that people who are not completely independent
(due to an illness, a disability or a mental disorder) travel with a person who is able to give them the
assistance that their state of health requires and which is necessary to the success of their holiday.
The G.Os do not have the means to provide them with individual assistance. Please be advised that,
even in the Resorts listed, we cannot guarantee full access, through your own means to ALL activities
and the infrastructure.

PASSPORT INFORMATION

A valid passport is essential for travel. Ask your destination country’s consulate or embassy for
information. Check that your passport is valid according to the requirements listed in the table.

TRAVEL ADVICE ON YOUR HOLIDAY DESTINATION

The ‘Foreign and Commonwealth Travel Advice Unit' may issue information about your holiday
destination. You are advised to check this information on BBC2 (Ceefax) page 430 onwards or on the
Internet under the address http://www.fco.gov.uk/. Alternatively, you can contact the ABTA Information
Department on 0901 201 5050 (calls charged at 50 p/ minute).

CLUB MED DOCUMENTS

Please bring your Club Med contract and itinerary with you. You may be asked to produce these two
documents during your journey or your stay. If any of the details on your holiday invoice sent to you
prior to your departure are incorrect, please contact us immediately. This is particularly important if
you have booked flights with us as your ticket will only be valid if the name and title featured on it
corresponds to the name and title on your passport. On some flights, name changes or amendments
will not be allowed once the booking is made.

PASSPORT AND VISA REQUIREMENTS (PLEASE READ CAREFUL LY)

For all UK citizens, a valid passport is essential when you travel abroad. A full 10-year passport is
required for holidays to all countries featured in this brochure. The passport must be valid for at least 6
months beyond your return date. Make sure that your passport is valid and check if you need a visa
for your chosen destination. It is vital that the name given when booking your holiday (printed on the
ticket and itinerary) is exactly the same as the one on your passport (i.e. spouse and/or child). Any
child, however old, must have his/her own passport or be on his/her parents’ or guardians’ passport
(for minors - less than 15 years old). A passport photo must be included for all children travelling on
their parents’ passport to Morocco. Any passenger with an Israeli stamp wishing to visit an Arab
country should check if they require a supplementary passport. At present, UK citizens require a visa
when visiting Australia and Egypt, but do not need a visa for France, Italy, Switzerland or Japan. Visas
should be applied for well in advance of the date of travel. From 26 October 2004, all British passport
holders, including children travelling to, or in transit in, the USA under the Visa Waiver Programme will
need their own machine-readable passports (MRP). From 26 October 2004, anyone without a MRP,
including children who are currently on a parent’s passport, will need a visa to travel to the USA.

A visa is issued free of charge upon arrival in Israel and there is a visa charge to all passengers
payable on arrival in Turkey. All other countries featured in this brochure do not require a visa.

Some countries/islands make a charge on every visiting tourist. This charge has to be paid by each
person on arrival or departure. Because such charges are continually being introduced and the
amount varies, it is not possible to list how much you will be expected to pay.

Important: passport and visa regulations and requirements may be subject to change at short notice
and you are responsible for contacting the appropriate diplomatic or consular authority before
finalising travel arrangements to check on requirements, departure/arrival point, transit and stopover
points.

We accept no liability for clients who have incorrect or insufficient documentation. Holders of non-
British passports and passports issued by the Channel Islands or Isle of Man authorities should check
current regulations with the relevant Tourist Office or Embassy.

Please note: short duration breaks could be subject to surcharges or reductions and are not reflected
by the price panel.
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We would remind you that the validity of your travel documents is entirely your own responsibility.

At check in, American airline companies ask their passengers to supply details of where they will be
staying in the USA. The address must include the road name and number, the town or city, the postal
code and the State. Any passenger who cannot supply this information may not be allowed to board.

The information contained in this table is only intended as a guide and can be subject to change. You should always check
details before finalising your contract. (1) If transit via the United States: biometric passport or a machine readable passport.
Failing this, a USA transit visa must be obtained prior to departure. (2) In the absence of a biometric passport or a machine
readable passport, a USA visa is mandatory. We would remind you that you are personally and solely responsible for ensuring
that your travel documents are valid. The information provided can be subject to change. The American airline companies ask
passengers at the check-in desk to advise them of their intended place of residence in the United States. The address provided
must include the name and number of the street, the town or city and the State postal/ZIP code. Boarding may be prohibited to
any passenger failing to provide this information.

Your contract is with Club Méditerranée S.A. (incorporated in France with limited liability) a member of
ABTA (Association of British Travel Agents) and the CAA (Civil Aviation Authority). The air holidays
and flights in this brochure are ATOL Protected, since we hold an Air Travel Organiser’'s Licence
granted by the Civil Aviation Authority. Our ATOL number is ATOL 1020. In the unlikely event of our
insolvency, the CAA will ensure that you are not stranded abroad and will arrange to refund any
money you have paid to us for an advance booking. For further information, visit the ATOL website at
www.atol.org.uk. If you book arrangements other than a package holiday from this brochure, your
monies are protected by way of a bond held by ABTA.

1. YOUR CLUB MED HOLIDAY

1.1. Stay

relevant sections..

1.3. Excursions and Discovery programmes

2. RESERVATION

When you make a booking you guarantee that you have the authority to accept and do accept on
behalf of your party the terms of these booking conditions. You should also return to us or your travel
agent a signed copy of your Sales Agreement (confirmation invoice). A contract will exist when your
booking is confirmed on our computer system. We reserve the right to refuse a booking without
explanation and to refund any deposit made.

3. MEMBERSHIP

An entrance fee of £8 or £4 (for children aged between 4 and 11 years at the time they first travel with
us) is payable once only on joining Club Med. An annual subscription fee (valid 1 November to 31
October) of £6 or £4 (for children aged between 4 and 11 years at the time of travel) is also payable.
These fees do not apply to children under 4. Your membership fees will not be refunded if your holiday
is cancelled. By paying your membership fees, you are deemed to accept to comply with the internal
code of conduct in any of our resorts, which may be posted on site or communicated to you by our
staff on site, especially in respect of hygiene and security and to conduct yourself in an orderly manner
at all times and not to disrupt the enjoyment of others on holiday with you. If you fail to comply with the
above, we reserve the right to take whatever action we feel is necessary including recovering from you
the cost of any damage or loss caused by you, your exclusion from the resort as well as entering you
on an “incident” list (you will thereby lose if necessary all the benefits attached to your membership). In
the case of your exclusion from the resort, our responsibility and contractual obligations towards you
will be terminated immediately. We will have no obligation towards you in respect of your return travel
arrangements, unused accommodation or any compensation. By paying your membership fees, you
are deemed to accept that your personal details may be used by any company within the Club
Méditerranée Group as well as by their business partners which would offer you specific advantages,
in particular every time that the benefit of these advantages or their implementation requires it. You
still have the right to refuse that your personal data be passed onto third parties and/or to receive any
commercial material (in the conditions detailed in paragraph 10. Personal Data/Confidentiality).

4. PAYMENT

If you book your holiday more than 8 weeks prior to departure, we must receive payment of a deposit
of 25% of the total holiday cost per person plus membership fees within 5 days of booking. The
balance of the price of your holiday must be paid at least 8 weeks before your departure date. You
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have the option to have the balance of your holiday cost debited automatically from your debit/credit
card on the due date (‘automatic payment’). Please advise our Reservation Department accordingly at
the time of confirming your booking. If you book your holiday within 8 weeks of departure, we must
receive payment of the full cost of your holiday within 5 days of booking.

For telephone reservations made within 14 days of departure, we will only accept payment by
debit/credit card. For reservations made in person at the Club Med Travel Boutique within 14 days of
departure, we will only accept payment by cash or debit/credit card.

If the deposit and/or balance is not paid in time, we reserve the right to cancel your holiday. If the
balance is not paid in time we shall retain £75 per person plus membership fees. All monies you pay
to your travel agent are held by him on our behalf at all times. We reserve the right to charge a 2%
transaction fee on all payments made by credit card. Payment by debit card, cheque or cash does not
incur a transaction fee.

5. MODIFICATIONS AND CANCELLATIONS BY YOU

5.1. Alteration an d transfer of holidays

If, after our confirmation invoice has been issued, you wish to change your holiday in any way, for
example your departure date, accommodation or destination or to transfer your booking to a suitable
third party, we will do our utmost to make these changes but it may not always be possible and you
could incur cancellation fees* together with any extra cost. Any request for changes to be made must
be received in writing at our offices from the person who made the booking or your travel agent.

You will be asked to pay an administration charge of £25 per person, and any further cost* we incur in
making this alteration. You should be aware that these costs could increase the closer to the
departure date that changes are made and you should contact us as soon as possible.

*Certain travel arrangements (all scheduled tickets) may not be changeable after a reservation has
been made according to airlines’ rules and any alteration or transfer request could incur a cancellation
charge of up to 100% of that part of the arrangements.

5.2. Name changes before travel

Except for holidays including scheduled flights, if we receive notification of a name change within 8
weeks of your departure the administration charge will be £25 per name change.

For holidays including scheduled flights, please note that the scheduled airlines we use do not permit
name changes for any reason. Such changes are likely to result in you being charged the full cost of
the flight and may be subject to space being available for a new reservation. In addition, you will also
have to pay any extra costs that the airline passes onto us, as well as an administration charge of £25
per name change.

5.3. Cancellation by you

(a) You, or any member of your party, may cancel your holiday at any time. Written notification from
the person who made the booking or your travel agent on your behalf must be received at our offices.
Telephone cancellations will not be accepted. The date of receipt of the cancellation notice will be the
governing date. Please note that the cancellation of any member of your party may affect the room
occupancy/type of room and price for your booking as we reserve the right in this case to transfer the
remaining members of your party to alternative accommodation, which may be at a supplement.

(b) Since we incur costs in cancelling your holiday, you will have to pay the applicable cancellation
charges as follows:

If the cancellation is received on or prior to 30 days of the departure date (date not included), you will
forfeit a sum of £75 per person* and membership fees.

If the cancellation is received within 30 days of departure, cancellation charges are levied as follows:

« within 21 to 29 days of the departure date (date not included): 25% of total cost* and membership
fees

« within 8 to 20 days of the departure date (date not included): 50% of total cost* and membership fees
« within 3 to 7 days of the departure date (date not included): 80% of total cost* and membership fees
« less than 3 days prior to the departure date (date not included) or after: 100% of total cost and
membership fees.

*We reserve the right to impose a cancellation charge of 100% of the cost to us of flights (on all
scheduled tickets) for your holiday package. In these circumstances, the cancellation charges detailed
above will apply only to the remainder of the package price.

Note: If the reason for your cancellation is covered under the terms of your insurance policy, you may
be able to reclaim these charges.
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5.4. Modifications and cancellations by you during your holiday

Any cancellation or curtailment of stay by you during your holiday or your limited use of the facilities
provided in our resorts and included in the cost of your holiday or pre-booked (e.g. excursions, health
and beauty packages, special courses, Baby and Petit Club Med facilities) will not give you any right to
a refund or credit note from us. The resort’s curtailment of stay or unused facilities written declaration
does not constitute in any circumstances a promise of a refund. Furthermore, transportation
arrangements to certain destinations are secured by group bookings, which do not allow us to obtain a
refund of unused seats and tickets.

Should you decide to extend your holiday and/or upgrade your room whilst in the resort, you will be
charged the local rate. Full payment must be made on site in local currency. The extension of your
stay will be subject to the availability in the resort and dependent on the availability of flight or train
seats to ensure your return.

Note: if the reason for your cancellation or curtailment of stay is covered under the terms of your
insurance policy, you may be able to reclaim these charges.

6. MODIFICATIONS AND CANCELLATIONS BY CLUB MED

6.1. Modifications by us

It is unlikely that we will have to make any changes to your holiday, but we do plan the arrangements
many months in advance.

Occasionally, we may have to make changes and we reserve the right to do so at any time.

We may modify the list of activities (e.g. modification and/or adjustment of the sports activities on offer
to the occupancy of the relevant resort) and facilities (e.g. the number of restaurants and bars open
may be modified, the beach or specialty restaurants may be closed) included in the holiday, together
with the dates of opening and closure of the resorts (depending on the occupancy of the relevant
resort).

It is specified that all information given in respect of activities organised by outside providers and
booked on site is subject to change; the organisation of these activities, together with the
consequences of any modification and/or cancellation of these activities will remain under the sole
responsibility of the relevant outside providers.

Should the type of accommodation you have booked be unavailable at the resort, Club Med will, upon
your return, refund, if applicable, any difference in price between the accommodation you had booked
and the accommodation you were allocated, with the exception of any other compensation, upon
receipt of a written declaration issued by the planning department on site stating the accommodation
arrangements received.

6.1.1. Minor changes

(a) Most of the changes we make will be minor and compensation will not be payable. However, we
will advise you or your travel agent of them at the earliest possible date.

(b) In accordance with EU Regulation 2111/2005, we are required to advise you of the actual carrier
operating your flight/connecting flight. We do this by listing carriers to be used or likely to be used as
follows:

Aeromexico, Air France, Air Mauritius, Air Portugal, Alitalia, American Airlines, Astraeus Airlines,
Bmibaby, BMI British Midland, British Airways, EasyJet, El Al, Excel Airways, First Choice Airways,
Flybe, GB Airways, Iberia, Jet2, Malaysian Airlines, Meridiana, Mexicana, Monarch Airlines, Nouvel
Air, Olympic Airways, Royal Air Maroc, SN Brussels Airlines, Sri Lankan Airlines, Swiss, Thomas Cook
Airlines, Thomsonfly, Tunisair.

Any changes to the actual airline after you have received your tickets will be notified to you as soon as
possible and in all cases at check-in or at the boarding gate. Such a change is deemed to be a minor
change.

(c) Other examples of minor changes include alteration of your outward/return flights by less than 12
hours, changes to aircraft type, change of accommodation to another of the same standard.

6.1.2. Major changes

(a) If we make a major change to your holiday, we will inform you or your travel agent as soon as
reasonably possible if there is time before your departure. When a major change occurs [such as: the
alteration of your outward/return flights by more than 12 hours and/or change of resort (provided it
does not arise from circumstances amounting to force majeure) and/or change of airport (except for a
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change from one London airport to another; London airports being: Gatwick, Heathrow, City, Luton
and Stansted), you will have the choice of either accepting the change of arrangements, accepting an
offer of an alternative holiday of comparable standard from us if available (we will refund you any price
difference if the alternative is of a lower value), or cancelling your booked holiday and receiving a full
refund of all monies paid.

(b) In all cases, except where the major change arises due to reasons of force majeure, we will pay
compensation as follows:

If you are informed less than 8 weeks before departure, we will give you compensation of £20 per
person.

If less than 4 weeks before departure, compensation of £30 per person.

6.2. Cancellation by us

We reserve the right in any circumstances to cancel your holiday. For example, if the minimum
number of guests required for a particular holiday is not reached, we may have to cancel it. In this
event, we will inform you or your travel agent as soon as practicable and you will have the choice of
having a refund of all monies paid or accepting an offer of an alternative holiday of comparable
standard from us, if available (we will refund any price difference if the alternative is of a lower value).
This would exclude independent travel arrangements. If it is necessary to cancel your holiday, except
where the cancellation arises due to reasons of force majeure, we will pay to you compensation as set
out in clause 6.1.2.(b).

We will not cancel your holiday within 8 weeks of your departure date, except for reasons of force
majeure or failure by you to pay the final balance of your holiday in accordance with clause 4.

7. PRICE CHANGES

Prices are quoted in pounds sterling on the basis of known costs as at 23 October 2007.

We reserve the right to alter the prices of any of the holidays shown in our brochure. You will be
advised of the current price of the holiday that you wish to book before your contract is confirmed.
Changes in transportation costs, including the cost of fuel, dues, taxes or fees chargeable for services
such as landing taxes or embarkation or disembarkation fees at ports and airports, and exchange
rates mean that the price of your holiday may change after you have booked. However there will be no
change within 30 days of your departure. We will absorb and you will not be charged for any increase
equivalent to 2% of the price of your holiday, which excludes any amendment charges.

You will be charged for the amount over and above that, plus an administration charge of £1.00 per
person together with an amount to cover agents’ commission.

If this means that you have to pay an increase of more than 10% of the price of your holiday, you will
have the option of accepting a change to another holiday if we are able to offer one, or cancelling and
receiving a full refund of all monies paid, except for any amendment charges. Should you decide to
cancel for this reason, you must exercise your right to do so within 14 days from the issue date printed
on your final invoice.

Should the price of your holiday go down due to the changes mentioned above, by more than 2% of
your holiday cost, then any refund due will be paid to you. However, please note that travel
arrangements are not always purchased in local currency and some apparent changes have no
impact on the price of your travel due to contractual and other protection in place.

8. FORCE MAJEURE

We regret that we cannot accept liability or pay you compensation where the performance of our
contractual obligations is prevented or affected by “force majeure”. This means that we will not pay
you compensation if we have to cancel or change your holiday in any way because of unusual or
unforeseeable circumstances beyond our control.

In these booking conditions “force majeure” will include (but shall not be limited to) war, threat of war,
riot, civil or political unrest, industrial dispute, terrorist activity threatened or actual and its
consequences, natural or nuclear disaster, fire, adverse weather conditions, closure of ports or
airports, air traffic control delays, technical problems of transport or other circumstances amounting to
force majeure.
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9. FORMALITIES

9.1. Passport, visa and immigration requirements

Your specific passport and visa requirements, and other immigration requirements are your
responsibility and you should confirm these with the relevant Embassies and/or Consulates. We do
not accept any responsibility if you cannot travel because you have not complied with any passport,
visa or immigration requirements.

9.2. Club Med travel documents

9.3. Vaccination requirements
Please refer to the relevant paragraph on the ‘Health’ and the flight guide sections.

10. PERSONAL DATA/CONFIDENTIALITY

The membership number given to you when you first join Club Med is strictly personal and confidential
and will be requested to access your file and personal data. It is therefore your duty to keep the
confidentiality of the membership number and of any correspondence mentioning this number or a file
number as you will be solely liable for the use of this information and for the resulting consequences if
you disclose this information including in the event of loss or theft of the documents showing this
information.

The collection, recording and transfer to third parties (including abroad) of your personal data are
necessary for the sale and fulfilment of a holiday; the opposition to this processing or transfer would
automatically result in Club Med being unable to provide the service requested. You must inform us of
any change to your personal data. Otherwise we will not be held responsible for any damages caused
to you which would result from the fact that the personal data we collected is out of date.

This data may be used for commercial communication purposes, in particular via electronic mail, by
the Club Méditerranée Group (i.e. Club Méditerranée SA company and its subsidiaries) as well as its
official partners. Club Med offers you the possibility of accepting or refusing as soon as you register as
a member that your personal data be used for electronic commercial communication purposes, and
this in accordance with the option that you will have chosen among the processing choices offered to
you via a confirmation email which will be automatically sent to you upon your first registration.

Your opposition to this processing will have the effect of depriving you of the information concerning
commercial offers from the Club Méditerranée Group, its subsidiaries and/or its official partners. Your
opposition to the use of your personal data for commercial communication purposes can also be
exercised with hindsight via email by using the link featured on each message sent or by letter sent by
registered post to Club Med, Customer Relations Department at the address stated in paragraph 14
below. When you register on one of Club Méditerranée’s websites, the opposition to receiving
commercial offers by email can also be exercised directly, by changing your profile or by clicking on an
opt-out link present on any electronic message sent by Club Méditerranée. You should be aware that,
for security reasons, CCTV systems may be in operation in some resorts, and that you may therefore
be filmed. The use of these images will be declared to the CNIL (French national data protection
agency) when they are digital images. If you are filmed, you may exert your right to access the images
that concern you, and/or oppose the storing of these images, in the conditions set out below.

In accordance with the Data Protection Act 1998, you have a right of access and correction of
personal information relating to you. Being a strictly personal right, the right of access and correction
can only be exercised by its holder who will have to justify of his/her identity or by his/her guardian if
he/she is a minor or a legally incapacitated person. This right can be exercised by sending a letter by
registered post to Club Med, Customer Relations Department at the address stated at paragraph 14
below.

The right of access to the information collected and conveyed in respect of an insurance declaration
can be exercised by contacting Marsh at the following address: Tour Ariane, La Défense 9, 92088
Paris La Défense Cedex, France.

We may have to use and disclose personal information relating to you in the most appropriate way to
protect Club Med (and its affiliated companies), its employees, its clientele and/or its property and to
enable us to proceed where appropriate with any action or recourse available and/or limit any resulting
loss. In this respect, we may have to communicate this information upon request to any appropriate
authorities responsible for the implementation of any regulation or rule of law and/or for the
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suppression of offences of all kinds, so that individuals likely to be involved in reprehensible or illegal
activities can be identified.

14. COMPLAINTS AND ARBITRATION

If you have a problem during your holiday, you are obliged to inform our local staff immediately who
will endeavour to put things right whilst you are on site.

If your complaint is not resolved locally, please complete a report form on site (“declaration”) and
follow this up by writing to our Customer Relations Department at Club Med, Gemini House, 10-18
Putney Hill, London SW15 6AA within 28 days of the completion of your holiday quoting your
membership and file numbers.

Please keep your letter concise and to the point as this will assist us to quickly identify your concerns
and speed up our response to you.

You must communicate any complaint to our local staff without delay and complete a report form
whilst on site.

If you fail to follow this simple procedure, we will have been deprived of the opportunity to investigate
and rectify your complaint whilst you were on site and this may affect your rights under this contract.
Complaints involving Club Med’s personal injury or material damage insurance or civil liability will only
be accepted insofar as you have obtained a written declaration from the resort staff before your
departure from the resort or from the carrier if your complaint relates to transportation arrangements
organised by Club Med.

We are a member of ABTA, membership number V6608. We are obliged to maintain a high standard
of service to you by ABTA’s Code of Conduct. We can also offer you an arbitration scheme for the
resolution of disputes arising out of, or in connection with, this contract. Further information on the
Code and arbitration can be found at http://www.abta.com/heretohelp.shtml. The arbitration scheme is
arranged by ABTA and administered independently by the Chartered Institute of Arbitrators.

The scheme provides for a simple and inexpensive method of arbitration on documents alone with
restricted liability on you in respect of costs. Full details will be provided on request or can be obtained
from the ABTA website.

The Scheme does not apply to claims for an amount greater than £5,000 per person. There is also a
limit of £25,000 per booking. Neither does it apply to claims which are solely in respect of physical
injury or illness or their consequences. The Scheme can however deal with compensation claims
which include an element of minor injury or illness subject to a limit of £1,000 on the amount the
arbitrator can award per person in respect of this element.

The application for arbitration and Statement of Claim must be received by the Chartered Institute of
Arbitrators within 9 months of the date of return from the holiday. Outside this time limit, arbitration
under the Scheme may still be available if we agree, but the ABTA Code does not require such
agreement.

For injury and illness claims, you may like to use the ABTA/Chartered Institute of Arbitrators Mediation
Procedure. This is a voluntary scheme and requires us to agree for mediation to go ahead. The aim is
to help you resolve your dispute in a quick and cost effective way. Details on request or from
www.abta.com.
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15. INSURANCE

15.1. Please refer to Europ Assistance and Insurance sections for details on the Europ Assistance and
travel insurance covers included in the cost of your holiday.

15.2. In addition to the above covers, the following complementary cover is also in place with Generali
Assurances:

15.2.1. Medical costs

If you have an accident during your stay at Club Med, you will be refunded your medical, surgical and
pharmaceutical costs up to the maximum amount of E500 if you cannot claim them under the travel
insurance cover included in the cost of your holiday or any private insurance cover.

IMPORTANT: If you are travelling to a European Union country, please make sure that you have an
European Health Insurance Card (formerly known as the E111 form) with you as this will entitle you to
treatment from the equivalent of the National Health Service in the country you are visiting.

16.2. If the contract we have with you is not performed or is improperly performed by us or our
suppliers we will pay you appropriate compensation if this has affected the enjoyment of your holiday.
However we will not be liable where any failure in the performance of the contract is due to: you; or a
third party unconnected with the provision of the holiday and where the failure is unforeseeable or
unavoidable; or unusual and unforeseeable circumstances beyond our control, the consequences of
which could not have been avoided even if all due care had been exercised; or an event which we or
our suppliers, even with all due care, could not foresee or forestall.

Our liability, except in cases involving death, injury or iliness, shall be limited to a maximum of 2 times
the cost of your holiday. Our liability will also be limited in accordance with and/or in an identical
manner to:

(a) The contractual terms of the companies that provide the transportation for your holiday. These
terms are incorporated into this contract; and

(b) Any relevant international convention, for example the Montreal Convention in respect of travel by
air, the Athens Convention in respect of travel by sea, the Berne Convention in respect of travel by rail
and the Paris Convention in respect of the provision of accommodation, which limit the amount of
compensation that you can claim for death, injury, delay to passengers and loss, damage and delay to
luggage. We are to be regarded as having all benefit of any limitation of compensation contained in
these or any conventions.

You can ask for copies of the transport companies’ contractual terms, or the international conventions,
from our offices: Club Med, Gemini House, 10-18 Putney Hill, London SW15 6AA.

Under EU law (Regulation 261/2004) you have rights in some circumstances to refunds and/or
compensation from your airline in cases of denied boarding, cancellation or delay to flights.

However
reimbursement in such cases will not automatically entitle you to a refund of your holiday cost from us.
Your right to a refund and/or compensation from us is set out in clause 6. If any payments to you are
due from us, any payment made to you by the airline will be deducted from this amount. If your airline
does not comply with these rules you should complain to the Air Transport Users’ Council on 0207 240
6061 www.auc.org.uk.

our suppliers, even with all due care, could not foresee or forestall, and you suffer an injury or other
material loss, we will offer you such prompt assistance as is reasonable in the circumstances.

16.5. This brochure is our responsibility, as your tour operator. It is not issued on behalf of, and does
not commit the airlines mentioned herein or any airline whose services are used in the course of your
holiday. Please note that in accordance with Air Navigation Orders, children must be under 2 years of
age on the date of their return flight to qualify for infant status.

16.6. This contract is made on the terms of these booking conditions, which are governed by English
Law, and the jurisdiction of the English Courts. You may however, choose the law and jurisdiction of
Scotland or Northern Ireland if you wish to do so.

By registering with
Club Med, or via a travel agent, you benefit from the services of EUROP ASSISTANCE, which cover
the assistance to persons during the stay or the journey (including transportation arrangements
organised by Club Med) as well as during your independent journey to and from the resort.

1. DEFINITIONS

1.1 Beneficiary

A Beneficiary means any person travelling to and/or having a stay within the framework of a transport
and/or accommodation contract (“Contract”) entered into with Club Méditerranée directly or via a travel
agent.

1.2 Domicile
The Beneficiary’s Domicile means his/her main and usual place of residence.

1.3 Country of origin
The Beneficiary’s Country of origin means the country where his/her Domicile is.

2. RULES TO BE OBSERVED IN THE CASE OF ASSISTANCE

To enable EUROP ASSISTANCE to intervene, it is necessary:

» to get prior approval from EUROP ASSISTANCE before taking any initiative or incurring any
expense,

« to provide all information relating to the Contract entered into,

« to comply with the solutions recommended by EUROP ASSISTANCE,

« to provide all original bills of the expenses for which reimbursement is requested.

3. GEOGRAPHIC COVER
This assistance agreement (“Agreement”) covers the G.Ms, also called the “Beneficiaries”, world-wide.

4. TERM OF THE COVER

The services of assistance to persons take effect on the date of departure for the stay or the journey
and cease on the scheduled return date, with a maximum duration of three months.

The services of advice assistance take effect on the date the Contract is entered into so that the
Beneficiaries may have recourse thereto before the date of departure for the stay or the journey.

The validity of this Agreement is subject to the validity of the draft agreement entered into between
EUROP ASSISTANCE and Club Méditerranée. If the latter agreement is terminated, this Agreement
shall be terminated as of right.

5. TRAVEL TICKETS

When transport is organised and covered in pursuance of the provisions of this Agreement, the
Beneficiary undertakes to reserve the right to EUROP ASSISTANCE to use his/her travel tickets.
Likewise, he/she undertakes to give EUROP ASSISTANCE a refund on any amounts refunded by the
organisation which issued this travel ticket.
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6. ASSISTANCE SERVICES
6.1 Assistance to persons

6.1.1 Transport

If a Beneficiary is ill or injured while travelling, EUROP ASSISTANCE's doctors will contact the local
doctor who attended the Beneficiary, as a result of the illness or accident.

EUROP ASSISTANCE's doctors will gather all necessary information from the local doctor, and if
need be from the usual GP, in relation to any decision to be taken in the medical interest of the
Beneficiary.

The information gathered will enable EUROP ASSISTANCE, once a decision has been taken by
EUROP ASSISTANCE's doctors, to activate and organise, according solely to the medical
requirements, either the return of the Beneficiary to his/her Domicile, or his/her transport, as the case
may be under medical supervision, to an appropriate hospital service close to his/her Domicile, by light
hospital vehicle, ambulance, sleeper, train in first class (berth or seat), airliner or hospital aeroplane.

In certain cases, the safety of the Beneficiary may require that he/she be transported first to a care
centre close at hand, before considering a return to a medical facility close to his/her Domicile.

EUROP ASSISTANCE's Medical Service can reserve a place in the service where the hospitalisation
has been planned.

Only the medical interest of the Beneficiary and compliance with prevailing health rules are taken into
consideration in deciding on the transport, the choice of means used for this transport and the choice
of the place of any possible hospitalisation.

The information provided by local doctors or the usual GP, which may be essential, will help EUROP
ASSISTANCE in taking the decision which seems the most appropriate.

In this respect, it is expressly agreed that the final decision to be implemented in the medical interest
of the Beneficiary falls in the final resort to EUROP ASSISTANCE's doctors and this applies in order to
avoid any conflict between medical authorities.

Moreover, if the Beneficiary refuses to follow the decision considered as the most appropriate by
EUROP ASSISTANCE's doctors, he/she expressly discharges EUROP ASSISTANCE of any liability,
in particular in the case of return by his/her own means or else in the case of a worsening of his/her
state of health.

6.1.2 Return of family

In the case of a Beneficiary’s repatriation, EUROP ASSISTANCE organises and pays for the return of
one member of his/her family over 18 (spouse, cohabitant, child, father, mother, brother or sister)
and/or of the children under 18 who were travelling with him/her, by train in first class or by airliner in
economy class if no-one staying on site can take care of them.

6.1.3 Presence in case of hospitalisation

If a Beneficiary is hospitalised and his/her state of health does not permit considering his/her transport
before 7 days, EUROP ASSISTANCE will organise and pay for the round trip of one of his/her next-of-
kin by train in first class or by airliner in economy class from the Beneficiary’s Country of origin to
his/her bedside. EUROP ASSISTANCE will also pay for the hotel expenses (bed and breakfast) up to
80 euros, inclusive of tax, per day, for a maximum of 10 nights. The costs of meals are not covered.

6.1.4 Expenses for an extension of stay in a hotel

If a Beneficiary's state of health does not justify his/her transportation, as defined in 6.1.1 “Transport”
and does not allow him/her to return to his/her Domicile on the scheduled return date, EUROP
ASSISTANCE will contribute to the expenses for an extension of stay in a hotel on site (bed and
breakfast) of the Beneficiary and the members of his/her family (spouse, cohabitant, children, father,
mother, brother or sister) or of two accompanying persons maximum also Beneficiaries up to 80 euros
inclusive of tax per person and per day, for a maximum total amount of 150 euros inclusive of tax per
day and by event for a maximum of 10 days.

This service cannot be taken in conjunction with the “Presence in case of hospitalisation” service.
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6.1.5 Accompaniment of children

If a Beneficiary is ill or injured while travelling and his/her state of health does not allow him/her to look
after children under 15 years old travelling with him/her, EUROP ASSISTANCE will organise and pay
for the round trip, from his/her Country of origin, by train in first class or by airliner in economy class, of
a person of his/her choice or of one of EUROP ASSISTANCE's hostesses to bring the children to their
Domicile by train in first class or by airliner in economy class. The children’s tickets are paid for by
their family.

6.1.6 Supplementary reimbursement of medical expens es

If a Beneficiary is ill or injured while travelling outside his/her Country of origin, EUROP ASSISTANCE
will give him/her a refund on the medical expenses incurred abroad and payable by him/her after
reimbursement made by any Medical Insurance Organisation, up to a maximum of 75,000 euros,
inclusive of tax. An excess of 50 euros, inclusive of tax, per Beneficiary and per event is applied in all
cases. Dental care is reimbursed in the same conditions up to a maximum of 100 euros, inclusive of
tax.

The Beneficiary or his/her assignees undertake for this purpose to carry out all necessary formalities
to recover these expenses from the relevant organisations once they return to their Country of origin.
EUROP ASSISTANCE will make the reimbursement as defined above, provided that the Beneficiary
or his/her assignees send EUROP ASSISTANCE the following documents:

the original detailed accounts by any Medical Insurance Organisation proving the reimbursements
obtained

the photocopies of treatment bills proving the expenses incurred.

Nature of the medical expenses giving entitlement to a supplementary reimbursement:

medical fees,

costs of medicines prescribed by a doctor,

costs of an ambulance ordered by a doctor for a local journey,

hospitalisation expenses as long as the Beneficiary is deemed unfit to travel by decision of EUROP
ASSISTANCE’s doctors taken after information has been gathered from the local doctor. The
supplementary reimbursement of these hospitalisation expenses ceases from the date EUROP
ASSISTANCE is able to carry out the transport,

dental emergency.

6.1.7 Advance on hospitalisation expenses

If a Beneficiary is ill or injured while travelling outside his/her Country of origin: while he/she is
hospitalised there, EUROP ASSISTANCE can advance the hospitalisation expenses up to a maximum
of 75,000 euros, inclusive of tax, subject to the following cumulative conditions:

| for treatments prescribed in agreement with EUROP ASSISTANCE's doctors,

| as long as the Beneficiary is considered unfit to travel by decision taken by EUROP ASSISTANCE's
doctors after information has been gathered from the local doctor.

No advance will be granted from the date EUROP ASSISTANCE are able to carry out the transport.
The Beneficiary undertakes in any case to reimburse this advance to EUROP ASSISTANCE 30 days
after receipt of EUROP ASSISTANCE's bill. This obligation applies even if the Beneficiary has begun
the reimbursement procedures referred to in 6.1.6.

Of course, as soon as these procedures have come to an end, EUROP ASSISTANCE will cover the
difference between the amount of the advance reimbursed by the Beneficiary to EUROP
ASSISTANCE and the amount of sums received from the Medical Insurance Organisations, subject to
the conditions and up to the amounts provided for in 6.1.6 and provided that the Beneficiary or his/her
assignees send EUROP ASSISTANCE the documents provided for in 6.1.6.

6.1.8 Transport in the event of death

If a Beneficiary dies while travelling, EUROP ASSISTANCE will organise and pay for the transport of
the deceased to the funeral place in his/her Country of origin.

EUROP ASSISTANCE will also pay for the entire costs necessitated by the preparation treatment and
the facilities specific to the transport.

Furthermore, EUROP ASSISTANCE will contribute to the costs of the coffin up to a maximum of 450
euros, inclusive of tax. The other costs (in particular the ceremony, local funeral processions, burial)
are paid for by the family.
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6.1.9 Taxi expenses

EUROP ASSISTANCE will contribute to taxi expenses resulting from the transport of the Beneficiaries
to the station, airport or to the destination they must reach to have access to the assistance services
described above up to 45 euros inclusive of tax per event.

EUROP ASSISTANCE will bear the cost of this contribution only if the service is organised by them.

6.1.10 Dispatch of medicines

If a Beneficiary cannot obtain, on site, medicines, which are essential to the continuation of a
treatment in progress, EUROP ASSISTANCE will look for and send these medicines to his/her holiday
spot, subject to local and French legal constraints.

EUROP ASSISTANCE will pay for the costs of postage and packaging. The other costs (cost of
purchasing the medicines, customs duties...) are paid for by the Beneficiary.

6.1.11 Bail and lawyers fees

If legal proceedings are taken against a Beneficiary as a sole result of a road accident, to the
exclusion of any other cause, while he/she is travelling outside his/her Country of origin, EUROP
ASSISTANCE can advance the bail money up to a maximum of 15,000 euros, inclusive of tax, as well
as lawyer’s fees up to a maximum of 3,000 euros, inclusive of tax.

The Beneficiary undertakes to reimburse these advances to EUROP ASSISTANCE within a period of
3 months from the date of the advance or, for the bail bond, as soon as this bail bond has been
returned to him/her by the authorities if the return is made before the expiry of this period.

6.2 Travel advice/ Message service

6.2.1 Travel information

Following a simple telephone call to the following number: 01 41 85 84 86 (or +33 1 41 85 84 86 from
abroad), EUROP ASSISTANCE will put the Beneficiary in contact with a qualified representative who
will answer all questions on the regulatory and practical aspects of his/her journey:

- the medical precautions to be taken before undertaking the journey (vaccines, medicines...),

- the conditions of travel (possibility of transport...),

- the conditions of local life (temperature, climate, food,...).

The Advice Team can be contacted from 9 a.m. to 6 p.m. every day, except on Sundays and public
holidays.

6.2.2 Transmission of urgent messages

If a Beneficiary while travelling is unable to contact a person, EUROP ASSISTANCE will forward, at
the time and on the day chosen by the Beneficiary, the message which has previously been given to
them by telephone on the following number: 01 41 85 81 13 (or +33 1 41 85 81 13 from abroad). The
Beneficiary can also use this number to leave a message for a person of his/her choice who may
obtain this message upon a simple telephone call.

7. EXCLUSIONS

EUROP ASSISTANCE cannot in any case substitute for the local emergency organisations.

The following are excluded:

- expenses incurred without the agreement of EUROP ASSISTANCE or not expressly provided for in
this Agreement,

- costs not proved by the original documents,

- events occurring outside the dates of validity of the Contract,

- diagnosed and/or treated pre-existing illnesses or injuries in relation to which the Beneficiary was
hospitalised within the six months preceding the demand for assistance,

- organisation and payment of the transport referred to in 6.1.1 for benign infections which can be
treated on site and which do not prevent the Beneficiary from continuing his/her journey or stay,

- the consequences of the use of medicines, drugs, narcotics and similar products not prescribed by a
doctor, the excessive consumption of alcohol and attempted suicide,

- the consequences of deliberate acts by the Beneficiary and the consequences of fraudulent acts,
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- incidents related to a state of pregnhancy when the risk was known before departure, and in any
event, incidents resulting from a state of pregnancy from the 8th month,

- the medical expenses incurred in the Beneficiary’s Country of origin,

- the costs of optics (glasses or contact lenses, for example),

- vaccines and costs of vaccinations,

- the costs of searching for people in the mountain, sea or desert,

- the cost of fuel and tolls,

customs duties.

- The consequences of:
...Situations carrying a risk of infection in a context of epidemic,
...exposure to biological infecting agents,
...exposure to poison gas-type chemical agents,
...exposure to incapacitating agents,
...exposure to neurotoxic or with remanent neurotoxic effect agents, which are the subject of a
quarantine or of preventive measures or of specific supervision from the health authorities
internationally and/or locally in the host country and/or nationally in the Country of origin.

8. CASE OF EXEMPTION FROM LIABILITY AND CASE OF FOR CE MAJEURE

EUROP ASSISTANCE cannot be held liable for failure to perform services resulting from cases of
force majeure or events such as civil or foreign wars, well-known political instability, popular
movements, riots, acts of terrorism, reprisals, restriction to the free movement of persons and goods,
strikes, explosions, natural disasters, nuclear accidents or delays in the performance of services
resulting from the same causes.

9 SUBROGATION

EUROP ASSISTANCE is subrogated up to a limit of the paid indemnities and services provided by
them in the rights and actions of the Beneficiary, against any person liable for the facts which led to
their intervention. When the services provided in pursuance of the Agreement are covered in all or in
part by another company or institution, EUROP ASSISTANCE is subrogated in the rights and actions
of the Beneficiary against this company or institution.

10 PRESCRIPTION

Any action resulting from this Agreement is subject to limitation by lapse of time within 2 years from
the event which gives birth to it.
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TRAVEL INSURANCE

We have negotiated a special Travel Insurance scheme with Marsh Limited (which is regulated by the
Financial Services Authority), which is underwritten by Europ Assistance Holding Irish Branch so that
all persons travelling on holiday will be sufficiently covered.

Cancellation cover applies as soon as a signed Sales Agreement (confirmation invoice), together with
deposit or full balance is received and ends at the beginning of your journey. The cover for all other
sections starts at the beginning of your journey and finishes at the end of your journey (but, it will not
be longer than the period for which the premium has been paid).

If the return is unavoidably delayed for an insured reason, cover will be extended free of charge for the
period of the delay. Cover applies throughout the journey (including the transport used to take you to
and from your holiday if booked through Club Med or if your outward flight from your home country is
delayed and you miss a connecting flight booked with Club Med).

Telling us about Material Facts: You must declare to Us all Material Facts that are likely to affect this
insurance. Failure to do so may prejudice entitlement to claim.

Helpline on 0870 737 6063 (+44 1444 442538 from outside the UK). Please refer to the definition of a
‘Material Fact’ in the Meaning of Words.

Policy document: You should read the document carefully. It gives you full details of what is and what
is not covered and the conditions of the cover. This will be sent to you once your reservation has been
confirmed.

IMPORTANT HEALTH REQUIREMENTS

You must comply with the following conditions in order to have full protection under your policy. If you
do not comply we may, at our option, cancel the policy, refuse to deal with your claim or reduce the
amount of any claim payment.

The insurance operates on the following basis:

1. To be covered, you must be healthy, fit to travel and to undertake your planned trip;

2. The insurance will NOT cover you when you are travelling against the advice of a Medical
Practitioner (or would be travelling against the advice of a Medical Practitioner had you sought his/her
advice);

3. The insurance will NOT cover you when you are travelling with the intention of obtaining medical
treatment or consultation abroad;

4. The insurance will NOT cover you if you have any undiagnosed symptoms that require attention or
investigation in the future (that is symptoms for which you are awaiting investigations/ consultations, or
awaiting results of investigations, where the underlying cause has not been established).

No claim arising directly or indirectly from a Pre-existing Medical Condition affecting you will be
covered unless:

* You have declared ALL Pre-existing Medical Conditions to us; and

* You have declared any changes in your health or prescribed medication; and

» We have accepted the condition(s) for insurance in writing.

Each insured person who has a Pre-existing Medical Condition must make a medical health
declaration before each period of insurance and, if there are any changes in your health or prescribed
medication, prior to commencement of the period of insurance or departing on any trip.

Failure to declare ALL Pre-existing Medical Conditions that are relevant to the insurance may
invalidate the policy.

We may require you to obtain a medical report from your General Practitioner or Consultant in order to
assess whether cover applies.

Based on our assessment of the medical information supplied to us, we will decide whether or not the
person is suitable for insurance, if certain exclusions or restrictions should be imposed, or if cover can
be offered subject to the payment of an additional premium. If we offer cover, and, if the cover is
subject to the payment of an additional premium, cover will not commence until full payment has been
received by us and written confirmation has been provided by us.

Important Limitations - Cancellation, Curtailment & Trip Interruption Cover

This policy will NOT cover any claims under Section 5 (Cancellation, Curtailment or Trip Interruption)
arising directly or indirectly from any Pre-existing Medical Condition, (known to You prior to the
commencement of the Period of Insurance) affecting any:

* Close Relative who is not travelling as an Insured Person under this policy; or

« travelling companion who is not insured under this policy; or

* person with whom You intend to stay whilst on Your Trip,

If during the 90 days immediate ly prior to the commencement of the Period of Insurance they had:

a. required surgery, inpatient treatment or hospital consultations; or

b. required any form of treatment or prescribed medication; or

c. if they were on a waiting-list for, or had knowledge of the need for, surgery, inpatient treatment or
investigation at any hospital or clinic at the commencement of the Period of Insurance; or

d. if a terminal diagnosis had been received prior to the commencement of the Period of Insurance.

For the purposes of the insurance a Pre-existing Medical Condition is considered to be:

 any past or current medical or psychological disease, sickness, condition, illness or injury that has
given rise to symptoms or for which any form of treatment or prescribed medication, medical
consultation, investigation or follow-up/check-up has been required or received during the 2 years
prior to the commencement of cover under the policy and/or prior to any trip; and

e any cardiovascular or circulatory condition (e.g. heart condition, hypertension, blood clots, raised
cholesterol, stroke, aneurysm) that has occurred at any time prior to the commencement of cover
under the policy and/or prior to any trip.
